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MASK REQUIREMENT

Effective tomorrow August 19, 2021, all students at SFDRCISD who ride the bus or any school
vehicle to and from school will be required to wear a mask. This action is taken in response to the
most recent spike in the number of COVID-19 related cases among school-aged students. Most
recent figures from the Val Verde County Health Authority indicate that there are currently 33
active COVID-19 cases in the 0-9-year age group and 73 active cases in children between the
ages of 10-19.

SFDRCISD is also increasing efforts to
encourage staff, and students to wear
masks while they are at school.
